LIST OF INDICATORS FOR RECOGNISING
SUSPICIOUS TRANSACTIONS RELEVANT FOR ORGANISORS OF SPECIAL GAMES OF CHANCE IN
CASIONS
Suspicious activities related to identification of a client:

1. For the purpose of identification, a client submits for inspection documents which appear to be falsifies, altered or inaccurate, or only submits a photocopy of a personal ID.

2. A client protests when asked by an authorised person in a casino to submit for inspection a personal ID or provides fake data.

3. Documents a client submits for identification were issued in a foreign country, or there are reasons which prevent authentication of the submitted documents.

4. A client is accompanied by persons of dubious profile or it is known he/she has been punished for commission of any criminal offences. 

Suspicious activities related to purchase of casino tokens:

5. Two or more clients purchase tokens for cash (transactions are in amounts slightly below the reporting threshold according to the AML/CFT Law) and then gamble with minimal amounts. Clients later on join their tokens and one of them goes to the counter to cash the tokens.

6. A client requests a casino employee to oversee their game and to warn them their winning approaches the amount which must be reported to the APML according to the AML/CFT Law).

Suspicious activities when a client uses services of other persons to form transactions in a casino:

7. A client, a massive winner, seeks support and services of another person in a casino so as to cash some tokens, thus avoiding the reporting requested according to the AML/CFT Law.

Suspicious activities when a client gambles at minimal amounts:

8. A client purchases a lot of tokens for cash at the table, gambles at minimal amounts and soon afterwards goes to the counter to cash the tokens.

9. So as to avoid the reporting of a transaction according to the AML/CFT Law, a client attempts to influence a casino employee by requesting repayment of cash for casino tokens or by requesting records on the client’s cash transactions to be kept under the name of another person.

Suspicious activities with the aim of reducing the game to a minimal gambling risk:

10. Two players frequently and simultaneously use stakes in the same amounts to cover both sides of the same game (e.g. they bet on both black and red, on both odd and even numbers in roulette or they bet both pro and con the bank in the card game baccarat).

11. A client purchases tokens for cash, bets in a game with low chances for losing money (e.g. simultaneously bets on red and black in roulette) or hardly participates in gambling or does not participate at all, but comes to the counter later to cash the tokens and requests to be given money in denominations bigger than those he/she had used to purchase the tokens before.

12. A client requests a confirmation on winning, which does not have to be issued at casinos.
