
Pursuant to Article 8(8) and Article 9(6) of the Law on Freezing of Assets wtih the Aim of Preventing Terrorism (Official Gazette of the RS, No. 29/15), the minister of finance passes this
RULEBOOK

on the manner of delivering reports, information and data
 concerning a desiganted person and their assets

(Official Gazette of the RS, No 53/15),

Article 1

This Rulebook governs the manner of delivering to the Administration for the Prevention of Money Laundering of the following: reports on the designated person and his/her assets by legal and natural persons; information by organisations competent for maintaining the register of businesss entities, associations, endowments, foundations and by courts and public notaries; data on the designated person and his/her property by state authorities, organisations or entities vested with public powers.
The manner of delivering reports and information 
Article 2
Reports and information shall be delivered: 
(1) by telephone; 

(2) using electronic communication; 

(3) in person ;
(4) by registered mail.


The reports and information delivered using telephone, shall be confirmed in writing, according to the Law on Freezing of Assets with the Aim of Preventing Terrorism (hereinafter: the Law) and this Rulebook. 
Article 3
The report on the designated person and his/her assets, and the information relevant for identification of the designated person and his/her assets shall be delivered on a Designated Person Reporting Form printed together wtih this Rulebook and forming integral part thereof.

The manner of delivering data 
Article 4 
Data shall be delivered:

(1) by telephone; 

2) secure electronic communication; 

(3) in person.
Article 5

The data shall be delivered through persons or organisational units designated for contact in state authorities, organisations or entities vested with public powers.
Article 6

The data on the designated person and his/her assets shall be delivered to the Administration for the Prevention of Money Laudnering without delay but no later than the next business day from the date of receipt of the request under to the Law.

Article 7

This Rulebook shall enter into force on the eighth day following its publication in the Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia.
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
